State and Federal teams continue to assist
survivors in Galena and in Fairbanks with the
Individual Assistance and Public Assistance
programs.

The National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP)
staff are on hand at the Galena DRC to discuss
the program and requirements for building in a
flood zone. A hotline has been established to
assist survivors with information on preparing
for future disasters. Call (877) 875-7681 or
(907) 792-4764.

AmeriCorps teams are working in Galena to
provide assistance with cleaning up debris,
repairing homes, and managing donations.

SBA approved the first loans for Galena this
week totaling more than $300,000. Loans to
individuals and businesses provide support to
the long-term recovery of the community.

The State is meeting with the Cold Climate
Housing Research Center to identify house
floor plans and a list of materials to be used
for rebuilding homes. A similar project was
instituted in Eagle for the 2009 flooding.

A Spring Flood Long-Term Recovery Fund is
available to receive financial donations to
support the recovery. Information to donate
through PayPal is included on the
Ready.Alaska.Gov website.

Samaritans Purse sent a team of 18 Alaskan
pastors to Galena to develop a strategy to
assist with the recovery operations.

A Community Movie Night will be held on
Friday, July 19 in Galena. The AmeriCorps
members in Galena will provide additional
details to community members this week.

Potable water is being transported to the
community. The priorities are to repair the
sewage lagoon, replace water/sewer lines
from water treatment plant to city offices,
create temporary watering points for
residents, and install water distribution to
individual residences.
